The Clean Cities University Workforce Development Program (CCUWDP) is an initiative of Clean Cities, a
government-industry partnership sponsored by the U.S. Department of Energy's Vehicle Technologies
Program. Clean Cities strives to reduce petroleum consumption in the transportation sector in nearly
100 regions across the country. Since the creation of the CCUWDP in 2010, Clean Cities has hosted more
than 300 interns in more than 60 Coalitions.

The Clean Cities internship will give students studying business, engineering, environmental sciences or
similar disciplines the opportunity to grow public awareness and expand the markets of advanced
vehicle technologies, alternative fuels and practices that reduce the consumption of petroleum in
Indiana. Former student interns have participated in research, outreach activities, public education, K-12
outreach, fleet events and a vast array of transportation-related environmental projects.
